RULES & REGULATIONS

1. Open to all Elementary School children. No entry fee, unless you enter late. Pre-registration is highly recommended. Grades listed
refer to the grade the child completed in June 2008, not the grade they will be entering in September 2008.

2. High School students are only eligible to enter Class 11.

3. Send completed Entry Form to Kim Sargent, Secretary, Box 401, Port Perry, Ontario, L9L 1A4. Entry Tags will be mailed upon
receipt of entry form if received by August 17. After August 17, arrangements can be made to pick up tags.

4. One entry per person per class section. Entries must be new work made since last fair.

5. Any exhibitor registering on Friday or Saturday of Labour Day weekend will pay a $2.00 late entry fee. To avoid this, you are
encouraged to pre-register (even if you are not sure what your child will have completed). Any tags, not used, can be discarded or
returned.

6. Entries will be accepted on Friday of Labour Day weekend from 4:00 p.m. to 7:00 p.m. and Saturday of Labour Day weekend

from 9:00 a.m. to 11:00 a.m. at the east door of the Junior Fair building. All entries must be left until 5:30 p.m. on Monday of

Labour Day weekend. The Port Perry Agricultural Society will not be responsible for any exhibits not picked up by 6:30 p.m.

All entries are left at the owner’s risk but will be protected as much as possible by Fair Management.

Any person found guilty of wilfully breaking the rules of the fair shall not receive a prize and will be barred from exhibiting for one year.

Fourth prizes are only awarded if there are more than 6 entries in any one section. Fourth prize is NOT awarded on specials.

0. Original poems, stories and essays will be judged using the following criteria (1.Content, 2.Grammar & Spelling, 3.Penmanship — worth

5 points each).
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NOTE TO PARENTS: the exhibitor must do all work. Parents are urged to encourage their children but to allow them to complete the
work themselves.

HELPFUL HINTS FOR EXHIBITORS

Vegetables and flowers are judged on quality and uniformity.

Onions — do not peel or wash, just remove rough outer skin.

Leave 1.2 cm (/2 inch) tops on carrots, beets and onions.

Tomatoes - leave calyx attached.

Pumpkins/Squash -leave stem attached.

Peppers — leave 1.2 cm (Y2 inch) stem.

Corn — 1/3 of husk and silk removed, kernels well filled.

All flower specimens should have foliage and a reasonable length of stem.

When the list indicates number of blooms that also includes buds showing bloom colour.
10. In a spray the buds may be left.

11. Flowers and vegetable should be in good condition and free of insects.

12. Houseplants must be grown by exhibitor (minimum of 3 months).

13. Gladiolas — a spike should be measured approximately 50 cm (20 inches) from bottom floret to the tip of the stem. A Gladiola is best
displayed in a narrow container.
